Voter Service Report

August has not only been a busy month but a very
rewarding one. Again, our members have stepped
forward to help with voter registration events that have
not only allowed us to help voters register or change their
information but spread the word on the importance of
voting.

There were 9 voter events with 1 additional on-campus
event that Elle Kabler worked with Loud Light. We have
registered approximately 150 new voters and have
changed 50 names and addresses. We were at new
teacher orientations for USD 259 (Wichita — 500 staff);
USD 263 (Mulvane — 500 staff), USD 261 (Haysville — 1,000
staff), and USD 266 (Maize — 700 staff). School
superintendents have come to the point of view that all
teachers and school staff should be registered to vote.

In our effort to focus on elderly as well as young people,
your co-presidents and Barbara Moore journeyed to El
Dorado Senior Services Dinner and spoke to 70 seniors.
Again, it brought to our attention their need to change
addresses and request advance mail-in ballots.
